TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR PARTICIPATION

Scarlet Aquatic Club (SAC)

1. Payments to Scarlet Aquatic Club for participation in the program must be made, in the manner indicated.   Payments to Scarlet Aquatic Club are on September 25, November 15, and February 1 of the swimming year.

2. The yearly SAC registration fee and USA Swimming registration fee are not refundable.  When a swimmer is moved from one group to another corresponding with the above payment dates, payment for the new group is required.  The fees for each group are required and fees must be received by the deadline.  Any fees received after the deadline must be accompanied by a $25 late fee.  Payment is not considered received without payment of late fee.  Any checks returned to the Scarlet Aquatic Club for Non-Sufficient Funds will be subject to a $25.00 additional handling charge.
3. Meet entry fees are in addition to the above fees and are maintained in a separate account for each family held by the SAC Meet Entry Treasurer. Nonpayment of entry fees will necessitate non-participation for the swimmer(s) in all SAC activities, including swim meets, until payment is made.

4. Should a swimmer decide to discontinue participation in the program with the Scarlet Aquatic Club, there is no refund of any fees already paid to Scarlet Aquatic Club. Any remaining balance in the entry fee account, after all meet fees have been paid, will be refunded upon written request.  Any outstanding entry fees are considered an obligation to SAC, and are payable upon termination of participation.  Once a swimmer has been entered in a meet there are no refunds of meets fees unless the meet is cancelled by the host team.

5. Parents are not allowed to watch practice.  As of September 2006, Scarlet parents are not allowed into the SWRC unless they have purchased a gym membership from the Rutgers Recreation Department.  Parents with gym memberships are not allowed to watch practice, nor can they be on the pool deck at any time during practice.  This includes swimming in the recreation lanes or taking recreation swimming classes that occur during practice hours.  Failure to comply will result in expulsion of that parent’s swimmer from practice.  Parents who wish to remain on campus during practice are encouraged to go to the Busch Student Center – there are lounges and restaurants there as well as an arcade.

6. Work Assignments for Swim Meets – Scarlet Aquatic Club hosts 3 meets each year: the Winterfest Invitational held this season January 7-8, 2012, Heat Madness on June 2, 2012, and the Junior Olympics Long Course Championships which are tentatively scheduled for July 26-29, 2012 (it may end up being Aug 2-5). These meets are the primary fundraising activities for the team and every SAC family must work at all SAC hosted meets regardless of whether your swimmer is participating in the meet to insure our continued success. In addition, SAC families will occasionally be given timing assignments at meets hosted by other clubs.  Please read the following policy carefully before signing and returning:

a. For meets hosted by SAC, each family will work one session in a one-day meet, two sessions in a two-day meet and three sessions in a three-day meet.  All families must work regardless of whether their swimmer is entered in the meet.  A session consists of a MINIMUM of four hours regardless of your job assignment.
b. The Meet Director will assign Work tasks.

c. Work assignments can be fulfilled by a family member who is at least 18 years old and is neither a swimmer registered with SAC or a swimming participant in that meet.

d. Workers must sign in and out to verify completion of their assignments.

e. Families who cannot attend a meet must notify the Meet Director three weeks in advance and complete an alternate assignment as determined by the Meet Director (i.e. – additional sessions at another SAC meet).  This does not apply to the Junior Olympic meet as there is no substitute meet.  All families must attend the JO meet to work or have someone work in their stead.
f. If a family emergency interferes with work at a meet, an alternate post-meet assignment can be completed with approval of the Meet Director.  If alternate work is not approved, any missed or incomplete assignment will be treated as a failure to complete work assignments.

g. Failure to complete work assignments will result in a $100 fee per session being charged to the family’s entry account. This money will go toward team fundraising – the original purpose of the meet work assignment.

h. Repeated failure to show up for timing assignments at meets hosted by other clubs will result in non participation of that family’s swimmer(s) in future meets.
i. Parents who are officials are exempt from timing at meets not hosted by SAC.

7. All swimmers, who are members of Scarlet Aquatic Club, are required to participate at their highest level of achievement in championship meets (including relays).
